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How to Place Public Notices

Notices relating to Transport, Planning, Health, Environment, Water, Agriculture & Fisheries, Energy or Post & Telecoms events are commonly known as public notices. The schedule to this document lists in some detail many of the items of legislation pursuant to which notices are posted.

Public notices are often placed by central and local government bodies but may also be placed by private-sector organisations, usually as part of a licence application process.

Excluded from this Guidance Note are: Water Resources and IPPC/PPC and in the Edinburgh Gazette Listed Buildings in Conservation Areas; and Local Plans Stopping Up and Conversion of Roads notices where there are more than five addresses or roads.

Process

Checklist
1. Please email the notice to us as a Microsoft Word file. Remember to state when you would like it published (either a date or simply ‘next available issue’). If you have an account, remember to quote your account number. For a brand, logo or signature please also attach a TIFF file of 300dpi or better.
2. If you do not have an account with us, either:

· Request a quote so that you can raise a cheque; or

· Ask us to call you to collect a credit card payment. Please remember to put your full postal address on the email so that we can send you a receipt and tell us the date you would like it published.

3. If you are paying by cheque, put a copy of the original email in the post with the cheque and a short covering letter stating the date you would like the notice to be published.

4. If you have any doubts about how the published notice will look then browse our website. To find similar notes, enter the legal clause into the search box (for example: Section 249).
