to be presented. In order to carry out the
existing regnlations, that no presentation can
be made at a Drawing Room excepting by a
Lady actually attending that Court, it is also
necessary that an intimation from the Lady who
is toe make the presentation, of her inten-
tion to be presentg should accompany the pre-
sentation card above referred to, which will be
submitted to The Queen for Her Majesty’s appro-
bation. It is Her Majesty’s command, that no
presentations shall be made at the Drawing
Room, except in accordance with the above
regulations.
